The Arboretum Trail is located in the
southeastern part of Manistee County about 1 mile
southwest of Wellston, Michigan.

From Manistee, travel east on M-55 for 17
miles to the junction of Bosschem Road. Turn right
on Bosschem Road, travel 1 mile south and turn left
onto Pine Lake Road.

From Wellston, travel west on M-55 for 1 mile
to the junction of Bosschem Road. Turn left on
Bosschem Road, travel 1 mile south and turn left
onto Pine Lake Road.

FACILITIES AVAILABLE

Educational signs and benches are found along
the trail to enhance the visitor’s nature experience.

SEASON

The trail is open year around. Please check with
the Manistee Ranger Station for additional
information.

FEES

There are no fees required for using the
Arboretum Trail.

Length of trail: .84 mile (4435 feet)
Level of trail difficulty: Easy
